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Walking Safari Fact Sheet

It may be necessary to charge a fee for walking safaris, should the Park/Reserve raise the rates
Three of our safari Camps – Kwihala camp in Ruaha, Lake Manze Selous and Selous Impala camp, offer walking safaris as one of the activities. However, it should be said that there may be times when this may not be possible, as it is necessary to have an armed ranger along on any walking safari in a Tanzanian National Park or Game Reserve. Sometimes the ranger may be unavailable for some reason, so we cannot absolutely guarantee that walking will be possible. Also, there are some times of the year when it would not be safe to do so – right after rain, when the grass is high for example. Generally, walking can take place in the Selous from July to October, and in the Ruaha from July to December.

Children under 16 years are not allowed to do walking safaris; this is a Park/Reserve rule.
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Selous
Walking safaris generally take place early in the morning from both Selous Impala and Lake Manze camps, while it is still cool. Walkers leave after a cup of tea/coffee, and eat breakfast on their return to camp, about 9.15. 

A walking safari guide and an armed range accompany the walkers. The walk usually lasts for about 2 hours, and can cover up to 3 km in the area around the camps.

The purpose of a walking safari is not to get close to animals. You get closer to animals when in a vehicle. The purpose of a walking safari is to see their tracks, their dung, to see plants and trees, and generally to enjoy being in nature without a vehicle. It is not a route march intended to cover long distances, but a gentle stroll, stopping to look at things of interest.
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Ruaha

Walking Safaris from Kwihala take place from the camp, as do night drives. There is a supplementary fee and these activities cannot be booked in advance, as we cannot guarantee them.
