Selous Impala Tent Diagram – issued 22.11.2011

Selous Impala Camp in the Selous Game Reserve has 8 tents. This is the layout:
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A typical tent at Selous Impala camp, with veranda in front, main bedroom in the middle, dressing room at the back and right at the end, the shower and WC.

There are two family tents, which are really two tents, each with its own bathroom, on a single platform.

All the tents look out over the Rufiji River or a lagoon beside it.
The tent is set on a hardwood platform, for coolness and the view.� The verandas overlook the Rufiji or a lagoon. �Each veranda has two chairs and a table for serving morning tea or coffee.





The main bedroom can be made up with double or twin beds. There is a writing desk, a safe, a floor fan and a thermos of cool drinking water which is replenished thrice daily, or more if needed.





There is electric power in the tents with square three-pin 240v power sockets.


There is a battery inverter in each tent supplying power in the hours of darkness. There are candles, and paraffin lamps in the dressing rooms and on the veranda at night.





The tent has double zipped flaps at the front, one of which is gauze for coolness. There are flaps on the gauze windows and the roof is double-layered to give insulation against the heat.
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Dressing room with hand basins,�and shelves





There is a dressing room with shelves and hanging space. There are twin basins and vanity table and mirrors.





Behind this there is are two cubicles: ��a power shower with hot and cold water on one side;�and a flush toilet on the other side.
