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For a safe and enjoyable game drive please be aware of the following:
· Keep hand and feet inside the vehicle as you may encounter over hanging branches

· Standing up during the safari is not safe and can disturb the animals 

· It is unsafe to attract the attention of animals

· First aid kit are available

· Radios and/or mobile telephones are available for communication with other cars and camp base

· Sun cream and/or hat is recommended

· Ask if you need a toilet stop and the driver will find a safe spot for you. For safety reasons don’t leave the vehicle without asking the driver first 

· Drinks are available on the vehicle, please ask the driver if you would like something to drink

For a safe and enjoyable boat safari please be aware of the following:

· Life jacket are placed above you

· Hands and feet should be kept inside the boat during the safari

· Standing up during the safari is not safe

· First aid kit are on board at all time

· Radios and/or mobile telephones are available for communication with other cars and camp base

· Sun cream and/or hat is recommended

· Ask if you need a toilet stop and the driver will find a safe spot for

· Drinks are available on the vehicle, please ask the driver if you would like something to drink

For a safe and enjoyable walking safari please be aware of the following:
· Wear natural colors  

· When walking keep in close single file 
· Talking whilst walking can disturb animals and others on the walk
· It is unsafe to attract the attention of animals

· Do not run away from dangerous animals

· Let your guide  know if you need a break or a toilet stop and he will find a safe spot for you


· First aid kit are available 
· Radios and/or mobile telephones are available for communication with other cars and camp base

· Sun cream and/or hat is recommended

· Your guide will be carrying water flasks, let him know when you need to drink
· It is a game reserve rule that only persons 16 years and above can do a walking safari
