Selous Impala Camp Recommendations for a pleasant stay
Dear Guest, 
Welcome to Selous Impala Camp!

Whether this is your first Safari or one of many we hope your stay here is a memorable and enjoyable experience. Activities on offer at Impala Camp include Game Drives, Boat Safaris and Walking Safaris. 

These activities, including start times, can be arranged to your preference. Guides, Drivers and Managers are always available to answer any queries you may have with regard to the activities. Morning safaris can be arranged from 6:30 onwards, usually returning around 12:30 in time for lunch at 13:00. Afternoon activities usually start at 16:00 and return by sunset, as this is a park regulation. Full day game drives with a bush lunch can also be arranged, this is a great opportunity to explore further the vegetation and inhabitants of Selous.
The Selous is an area of scenic beauty, we remind you that the camp has no boundaries and we are in a game reserve and some precautions need to be taken. Kindly we ask that you DO NOT take any kind of food, especially fruits, to the tents. Keep to the pathways during daylight hours and always walk with a Maasai after sunset.  If you require any assistance when you return to your tent after dinner or during the night, the Maasai are patrolling the camp, please call them if you need help.
Complimentary laundry service is available, you will find a basket by the basins in your tent where you can place items, items are usually returned within 24-36 hours. Please let management know if there are special precautions to be taken with any items - for example some light materials cannot be ironed.
We are sorry but we cannot do dry cleaning!

Our tents are equipped with power sockets which are suitable for charging electrical appliances such as camera or telephone batteries. However, hairdryers and shavers cannot be used in these sockets. The power supply is constantly running should you need light during the night or use of the fan to keep cool. 
Safe Boxes are positioned on a shelf behind the bed with instructions, if you need any help with operating them we can use the master key which is kept in the office. We would like you to take responsibility for personal valuable items by locking them in the safe box.
The swimming pool is situated next to the restaurant and bar area, with a view of the Rufiji.  It is an ideal place to relax with a book in between activities or whenever you wish. Towels are available at the pool for your use.

There is a tip box situated at the entrance to the restaurant area, any tips deposited here are divided by all the staff in the camp including waiters, kitchen staff, Maasai and grounds men, except for guides and Drivers. Some prefer to tip here as well as giving a tip to their guide and/or driver, tent keeper or waiter, or any other member of staff met during the stay, again this is entirely up to you.
When you are picked up on arrival at the Airstrip, and during game drives, there will be a cool box of drinks in the vehicle.  Any drinks used by you will be recorded and charged to your account together with your bar bill, for settlement at the end of your stay. There is a list of bar prices.
We accept Tanzanian Shillings, US Dollars and Euros. We accept Credit Cards (Visa and Mastercard) if your bill is $200 or more, we also add a 5% surcharge to any bills being paid by Credit Card. We do not accept Travellers Cheques.

All our prices are listed in US Dollars. The current exchange rates will be checked at the moment of payment. Our waiters will prepare your bill prior to your departure, if you have any concerns please ask us and we are happy to help.
Now relax on your veranda and enjoy the scenic Rufiji River… come to the bar for a cold drink with the crocodiles and hippos to keep you amused, or dip in the cooling swimming pool…

We hope you enjoy your stay at Selous Impala Camp. If there was a part of your stay that you were not satisfied with, please let us know so that we can improve our camp and services.
